Information about personal data processing: 
Personal data of the authorising person who is a natural person are subject to personal data protection pursuant to legal regulations, in particular Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation) (the General Regulation on Personal Data Protection, or “GDPR”). 
The authorised person as the controller processes personal data of the authorising person who is a natural person only for purposes relating to the fulfilment of this authorisation, to the extent specified in the authorisation and within the scope of the data concerning the consignment and the customs procedure. Personal data processing is necessary for the fulfilment of this authorisation. Provision of personal data is voluntary but authorisation cannot be accepted without it. 
The authorised person will keep the personal data for a period of ten (10) years or for a longer period justified in the given case by legal regulations.
